fied system of nuclear and radiation safety in
Europe, and literally in other parts of the World.

The Draft of Law of Ukraine "About National pro-
gramme on mitigation of the Chernobyl disaster
consequences for 2002-2003 and up to 2010" is
elaborated and adopted by the Verhovna Rada in
the first reading.

The Draft of Law of Ukraine "About the general-
state programme on complex social-economic de-
velopment of territories exposed to radioactive
contamination after the ChNPP accident and pla-
ces of compact resettlement of citizens for 2002-
2005 and up to 2010 in 2002-2010" is under final
design now being prepared for application to the
Verhovna Rada.

The work is currently going on over perfecting the
function of Data Base on the survivors from all
territories both at national and regional levels.
It is necessary to introduce an addressed social
compensation system and create a common state
informational system for the survivors.

The experience of the last years in overcoming the
Chernobyl disaster consequences both with imple-
mentation of scientific invention enables to tran-
sform the arrangement system from solely technoc-
ratic to the socially orientated and humanistic-direc-
ted ones. Priority is still remaining health care to
the affected population,first to invalids and children
as well as their psychosocial rehabilitation.

For example, there are 5 psychosocial rehabilita-
tion centers for population in Zhytomyr and Kiev
provinces providing with psychosocial care to the
survivors and informing them on the issues con-
cerning overcoming the Chernobyl disaster conse-
quences. Activity of the centers is oriented on
broad population with emphasis on the most of all
vulnerable population groups.

I would like therefore to underline that mutual ef-
forts will forward further effectiveness increase in
resolving problems of overcoming the Chernobyl
disaster consequences,as we have a common goal -
to protect the affected people.

Chernobyl survivors as people injured by this hor-
rible disaster call us for wisdom and responsibili-
ty to go further with weighed and sensible way
where there will be no place for such ominous and
tragic events as the Chernobyl accident of 1986.
